Resolution regarding Virginia’s Congressional Redistricting

Whereas, Virginia must redistrict its 11 Congressional Districts pursuant to the 2010 census; and 


Whereas, the Republican-dominated House of Delegates passed a Congressional redistricting plan that fails to create two minority opportunity districts, attempts to guarantee perpetuation of an 8-3 Republican delegation majority which does not reflect the Commonwealth’s political orientation, and creates some new districts which are not compact, contiguous, or reflective of communities of interest; and 

Whereas, the Democratic-majority State Senate has enacted a redistricting plan which recognizes that African-Americans comprise nearly 20% of Virginia’s population and merit two opportunity districts, and it otherwise provides for fair and more competitive congressional districts; and 

Whereas, the plans do not differ in their treatment of the 8th, 10th, and 11th Congressional Districts; and

Whereas, the plans are available for review at http://redistricting.dls.virginia.gov/2010/RedistrictingPlans.aspx#13,map.  

Therefore be it resolved, the Democratic Party of Virginia State Central Committee endorses the State Senate redistricting plan and calls upon Democrats in the General Assembly to hold firm in support of that plan or a comparable plan.
